Louisvilleõs Children Remembered

Laughter, tears, and smiles 

filled the air at Cave Hill 

Cemetery on All Saints Day. 

Amidst the fall color and 

warm November tempera-

tures, Louisvilleôs forgotten 

children are no longer just 

names in a ledger book. 

Through a resounding effort, 

they have been brought back 

to life for the community to 

embrace as their own.  

Over 200 people attended 

the public dedication cere-

mony on November 1st for 

the Home of the Innocents 

Memorial Marker Project.  

Complete with childrenôs 

actors from various local  
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schools, and madrigal sing-

ers from Ballard High 

School, the afternoon 

proved to be quite moving. 

Home of the Innocents 

President and CEO, Gordon 

Brown, addressed attendees  

and echoed a resounding 

ñThank youò for the numer-

ous individuals in the com-

munity that embraced their 

children.  

Each burial site was blessed 

by Rabbi Stanley Miles, of 

Temple Shalom, and re-

tired Episcopal Bishop 

Rev. David Reed, especially 

fitting since the Home of 

the Innocents is firmly 

grounded in both the Jew-

ish and Episcopal faiths. 

Both Home of the Inno-

cents lots feature bronze 

statues on granite plinths 

designed by Meg White of 

Lawler-White Studios. 

Each plinth lists the names 

of the children buried on 

the respective lot, except for 

one, whose name is ñknown 

only to God.ò 

Funds are still being raised 

for an endowment to place 

grave markers on other 

cemetery lots that house 

unmarked childrenôs graves 

in the local community.

The monument, once located 

in Cave Hill National Ceme-

tery, was removed to the Uni-

versity of Louisville for con-

servation this year. 

Conservators and archivists 

are working to identify the 

complete inscription on the 

monument, much of which 

has been worn away due to 

acid rain and other            

environmental affects.
